Thompson was beaming as he de-
scribed a visit earlier in the evening.

“The captain came down and con-
gratulated us and told us only the
fastest (reloading) ships out here get
the salvos,” Thompson said.

Washington — In January 1998, a
lineup of conservative policy advocates
warned President Clinton in a letter
that the “containment” of Iraqwas a
failure and that removing Saddam Hus-
sein from power “now needs to become
the aim of American foreign policy.”

Among the 18 signers were Donald
H. Rumsfeld, Paul D. Wolfowitz,
Richard L. Armitage and Richard N.
Perle, all former officials in Republican
administrations. At the time, the men
were affiliated with academic and poli-
cy institutes, with no expectation that
they would, within five years, be in a
position to shape policy.

It also reflects the ascendance under
President Bush of the conservatives’
idea that chemical, biological and nu-
clear threats from “rogue states” must
be confronted with pre-emptive action.
